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HK food safety centre lifts infant formula alert

The Centre for Food Safety (CFS) of Hong
Kong, after receiving notification and rel-
evant information from the European Com-
mission (EC), has lifted the food alert issued
on Babynat Organic Infant Milk manufac-
tured by Vitagermine.

The FEuropean Commission withdrew its
alert on the product and confirmed no mea-
sure of recall is required.

The CFS issued a warning on February 17

on a batch of infant formula manufactured
by Vitagermine in France, after receiving
a notification by the EC as analyses by the
South Korean authorities were said to have
revealed bacteria Enterobacter Sakazakii
in a batch of Babynat Organic Infant Milk
{900g).

Further to new investigations, the EC is-
sued a withdrawal notice on the previous
alert given that the analyses made by the

South Korea veterinary authorities on sam-
ples of Vitagermine infant formula found
no trace of Enterobacter Sakazakii and the
results of official control undertaken by the
French government and the results of self-
checking by the manufacturer did not show
the presence of such bacteria.

‘The Buropean Commission confirmed that
no measure of recall is needed on that batch.
Further to these results, the French govern-

ment requested the withdrawal of the pre-
vious alert. The CFS has also subsequently
lifted the food alert on March 13.

The manufacturer, Vitagermine, responded
that the company is pleased with the new se-
ries of tests which have confirmed the qual-
ity and safety of the products. The company
stressed that product quality and safety is of
paramount importance and is a daily opera-
tional priority.
